Of note are territorial observations from
Mike Henwood in both th&orrisonSE and
Indian HillssNW blocks, neither of which
had the hybrid been reported during the first
Atlas.

Jm Beatty also reported hybrids in the
Edith-SE block (Region 10), for which no
hybrids were reported during Atlas I.

To date, Lazuli x Indigo Bunting hybrids
have also been reported in Regions 18, 19,
24, and 16.
